5. Payment of 1-901 SEVIS fee of $200 (credit card or debit card only).

6. If approval is denied or the enrollment is cancelled by the student, the institution will retain the application fee and a
$150 administrative fee. Once the original documents are returned to ICT, the deposit will be returned.
